Whom do we pay?

Refunds d Due to overwhelming demand and the need for advance planning, we
require a definite commitment from participants. THEREFORE, ALL PAYMENTS
ARE NON-REFUNDABLE. THE DEPOSITS FROM ANY CANCELLED SPOTS
CANNOT BE APPLIED TOWARD THE PAYMENT OF THE BALANCE FOR THE
REST OF THE GROUP. However, if someone in your group is unable to attend,
his/her deposits maybe appl i ed to a Orepl acemeRhdldretper so
pay in full by the requested date (June 1, 2008) may result in a forfeiture of your
spots so we can accommodate, to the best of our abilities, any overflow of people
wishing to attend. Please be aware that these policies are in place so that we may be
as fair as possible to all groups, and so that we may prepare adequately for the
participants who are able to attend.

There will be a $25.00 handling fee charged for each
insufficient funds check.

Who can come to the Conference?

In order to provide the best possible context for fellowship, sharing, ministry, and
supervision, the youth conference handles registration by groups only. A group is
defined as one adult leader with one or more youth participants. No single
registrations will be accepted. We have established four categories of participants
attending the conference:

Group Leader: One person organizing the trip and serving as a contact person to the
Registration Office. Written and verbal correspondence takes place between the
Group Leader and the registration staff.

Adult Chaperone: Person attending the conference to chaperone the youth: must
be 21 years of age or older and of solid character. Since the adults will need to be
with the youth throughout the conference, it is necessary that there be at least one
male adult chaperone for every six young men, and one female adult chaperone
for every six young women. If you are bringing ten youth, six girls and four boys,
two chaperones are required 8 one male and one female. ALL chaperones must
complete a Chaperone Application.

Youth: Conference participants include incoming freshmen (entering 9th grade)
through graduating seniors (Class of 2008).

Priest: Priests are very important to Steubenville Northwest. They are a wonderful
witness and their presence helps young people consider religious vocations. We are
privileged to welcome Fr. Larry Richards and Fr. John Amsberry to the 2008 SNW
Conference. However, we remain greatly in need of priests during the conference to
celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation. Any group that brings a priest who is
willing to hear confessions will get tWat pri
encourage all groups to invite and bring a priest with you.

All attending priests are asked to complete a Priest Registration Form, and return it
to the SNW Registration Office NO LATER THAN June 15, 2008.




When do we arrive?

Check-in will begin at 1:00 pm on Friday, Aug. 1, 2008 and continue until 5:00
pm. This will provide adequate time for check-in, getting to dorm rooms to drop off
bags and returning in time for dinner before the opening session. The Group Leader
and one chaperone of the opposite sex will be asked to check in their group. We ask
that the rest of the group remain with the vehicles. The Group Leader will be given
program books and one wristband per participant to be worn during the conference.
The group will then be directed to check into the dorms. More information will be
sent with your final packet.

Once again, please plan to arrive between 1:00 and 5:00 pm.
Where will we be sleeping?

Housing will be in dorms on the Gonzaga University campus. Each room may
accommodate up to three youth. A same-sex adult chaperone/group leader will be
assigned a room on the same dorm floor as his/her youth. Lights out will be at
midnight. At this time, all Group Leaders, adult chaperones, and youth are expected
to be quietly settling down to sleep. Group Leaders and chaperones are expected to
supervise their groups throughout the night.

No food or drink (except water) will be allowed in the sleeping areas. If there is a
medical condition that makes this policy a hardship, we will do our best to
accommodate it.

Where will bus drivers stay?

Bus drivers have the option of arranging for their own sleeping accommodations or
reserving dorm space at Gonzaga through the Group Leader (see the registration
form).

What will the weather be like?

July/August weather in Spokane is typically beautiful. It will most likely be sunny
and warm (80-90 degrees). Check the forecast closer to the conference time for the
most reliable information.

What should we pack?

Conference participants are expected to dress in a fashion that represents modesty
and good taste. Clothing must cover all undergarments and midriffs. Bikini tops,
low cut tops, mini skirts, short shorts, extremely saggy pants, or other inappropriate
attire are not to be worn at any time during the conference. Clothing with vulgar or
offensive language or obscene pictures will no be permitted.



What if one of my teens has a disability or special need?

Please inform us as soon as possible of any special needs an individual in your group

may have. For example, for someone who is hard-of-hearing, we can arrange for an
interpreter during specific parts of the conference. We need to know this in advance,
however, so that we can attempt to accommodat

The Gonzaga University campus is wheelchair accessible. However, please let us
know if this particular need applies to anyone in your group so we are better
prepared.

What is LEAD? (Challenge your youth to be one!)

Franciscan LEAD is a dynamic Catholic Leadership, Evangelization, And
Discipleship development experience for high school students. The goal is to train,
equip and empower high school youth to witness their Catholic faith to their peers
and to prepare them for ongoing service in evangelization. Franciscan LEAD, led by
dynamic, well-trained young adults and youth ministers, is rooted in the truths of
Scripture, the Catechism, and the multitude of saints who both lived and spread the
gospel with zeal and faithfulness. Each day of training will root the participants
deeper into prayer and life in the Holy Spirit as taught to us by Christ and given to us
in the Sacraments. Every participant will be trained to effectively witness the faith
through personal testimony, sharing the gospel message, radical service and
authentic witness with the intention that they return home to help their peers and be
leaders in their schools and parishes. Youth Ministers/Group Leaders will receive
more information after your group registers.
